AIS Institutional Membership

SIM Academic Institutional Membership

In partnership with its network of local chapters, SIM provides international leadership and education in the successful management and use of IT to achieve business objectives.  The Academic Institutional program serves to strengthen the relationship between academia and senior information executives.  

Joint AIS-SIM Institutional Membership

AIS has established an institutional membership similar to that of SIM, priced at $1,750.  Concerned this might cause a further drifting apart of the IS academic and practitioner communities, it became apparent that there would be a benefit of offering a combined membership in these two programs – but a cost that is less than the costs of both.  The respective AIS and SIM boards endorsed this, with the annual fee for the joint membership being $3,000.  Thus, for $250 less than the combined, separate memberships, academic institutions can enjoy the full benefits of both.  These are summarized below (along with the costs, if purchased separately):

If all the above membership benefits were purchased separately, they would total $4,797.50, substantially in excess of the $3000 annual fee.  But more importantly, as eluded to earlier, this joint membership shows a vital commitment to maintaining close ties between the academic and professional sides of the IS field.  For those concerned about the future of information systems, we cannot afford to do less.

In addition, AIS/AIS-SIM Joint Institutional Member universities can save $500 by sponsoring either AMCIS or ICIS (or $1000 if both conferences are sponsored) which grants these universities great visibility at the two largest gatherings of IS academics.
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
